This month at the Clothes Closet, 633
adults and 494 children were served
through shopping appointments,
receiving much-needed clothing.
Behind the scenes, 42 volunteers
helped at the store, while other
volunteers sorted donations by size,
gender, and season, ensuring
everything is ready for those who
come to shop. We’re grateful for the
many hands that make this ministry
possible, and always welcome new
volunteers to join in serving at the
store or behind the scenes!

The Furniture Ministry was busy this
month with volunteer teams from St.
